1) The Mariner Swim Team has been built around the four core values of the YMCA; Caring, Honesty, Respect and Responsibility.  When any one swimmer, coach or parent has difficulty following these values there is an adverse effect on the other team members.

2) Swimmers and parents need to read this code of conduct and discuss it before signing.  All swimmers must have a signed agreement on file before they may compete in any meet.

3) Failure to follow this code of conduct could result in the expulsion from the team with no refund of team fees paid.  The steps which coaches will follow for helping swimmers learn to follow these values will be as follows:

a. Team discussions about Four Core Values.
b. Individual reminders.
c. Swimmer may be asked to sit out of part or all of practice.

d. If behavior continues, parents will be notified.  Meeting may be arranged between swimmer, parent and coaches.

e. If there is still a behavior issue, then the YMCA Aquatics Director or other YMCA Staff may be brought in with coaches, parents and swimmer.

f. Expulsion from the team could result if these measures are unsuccessful.
