The event order is different the regular meets. Please note changes in entry events. This is a National Meet, where our results will be put together with meets across the country and sent back out. The 25 yard events are not part of this National meet so they will not be scored against teams outside of the meet. If you have swimmers who normally swim 8 and under, but want to be scored against other teams nationally they need to swim in the 10 and under events. Please note this on the meet entry forms.
A swimmer may have only 2 individual events and one relay count towards the National meet. Your third individual event and second relay will be exhibition and not be combined in the National meet results.
If you plan on leaving anything in a locker remember to bring a lock. There will be concessions available. Everyone must have a valid ID or YMCA card to enter the building.
Volunteering: Each family needs to provide a volunteer for at least half of the meet. Please watch for postings regarding volunteering. There are many tasks to be performed before, during and after the meet. Volunteers meeting will be in the lobby during warm-ups.  

We are the hosts of this meet.
Be respectful of other members, swimmers and families by not touching other people’s belongings or acting in an inappropriate manner (running, rough housing, loud music, etc.). Be responsible for keeping your area clean- dispose of all trash. Be caring, don’t speak unkindly of other swimmers or use inappropriate language. Any swimmer who acts in manner which reflects poorly on the team may be ineligible to swim at future swim meets or may be scratched from the remainder of their events at this meet. The coaches would like to remind parents that the behavior of their swimmer is their own responsibility during the meet. The coaches will be busy on the pool deck and will not have time to monitor behavior in the locker rooms, crash area or other areas of the YMCA. If there is a problem with a swimmer that cannot be resolved you may bring it to the attention of a coach who can then address the problem.                                                  
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
